Sample CULTURE Day at Icy Strait Point:
Early Morning – Jumpstart your day with a custom 
coffee and sweet treat at the snack bar. 

Morning – Choose from the Forest Tram & Tribal Dance 
or Hoonah Sightseeing & Tribal Dance excursions. 

Early Afternoon – Feast on Hoonah fish tacos at the 
waterfront Cookhouse Restaurant.
Afternoon – Learn about Hoonah’s rich history at the 
museum, cannery and Hoonah Packing Company.  
Late Afternoon – Soak in the ambiance around the 
campfire, snap photos of totems and artwork, and have a 
light bite at the Landing Zone Bar & Grill. 
Save some time to stop by the locally owned shops for some  
only-in-Alaska souvenirs to remember your once-in-a-lifetime trip.

Sample SIGHTSEEING Day at Icy Strait Point:
Early Morning – Get moving with an espresso and 
homemade pastry at the snack bar.

Morning – Head out on the Hoonah Sightseeing & 
Tribal Dance or Forest Tram & Tribal Dance excursion. 

Early Afternoon – Belly up to the Crab Station for 
fresh Dungeness and tanner crab.

Afternoon – Take a trip back in time through Hoonah’s 
historical photo displays at the museum and cannery. 

Late Afternoon – Put your feet up next to the campfire, 
take photos of your incredible surroundings, and enjoy a 
brew with a view at the Landing Zone Bar & Grill. 
Don’t forget to grab a souvenir in the cannery shops for the  
neighbor who is watching your dog!

Early Morning – Savor some Native fry-bread along with 
your mocha or espresso! 

Morning – Maximize your wildlife viewing opportunities 
on our Whales, Wildlife & Brown Bear Search.
Early Afternoon – Watch for sea lions from the deck 
of the Cookhouse Restaurant while enjoying halibut and 
chips or caribou sliders.
